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Mandate

The mandate of PBIl is to create space for peace and to protect human rights, as aproved by the
General Assembly in Ontario, Canada, June 1992.

The central focus of PBI’s work is that of international presence defined as one or more of the
following: physical presence, physical accompaniment, public relations, networking, observing,
reporting and building international support networks.

Vision

PBIl envisions a world in which people address conflicts non violently, where human rights are
universally upheld and social justice and intercultural respect have become a reality.

Mission

PBl works to open a space for peace in which conflicts can be addressed in a non-violent way.
PBIl applies a strategy of international presence and concern that supports local initiatives and
contributes to developing a culture of peace and justice. We act on request of local
organisations and groups working for human rights, social change and development of civil
society, which use non-violent means in regions where there is oppression and conflict.

PBIl is founded

Nicaragua project 1983

PBVI’s first field work took place
in Nicaragua. In September
1983 10 PBI volunteers
maintained a short presence in
Jalapa, close to the Honduran
border, interposing themselves
between US-backed contras
and the Sandinista forces in
order to deter hostilities. This
initial PBlI work was taken over
and continued by Witness for
Peace.

Guatemala project 1983 - 1999
In 1983, PBI started work in
Guatemala during a period of
intense state terror and
repression. Our work rapidly
focused on protecting victims
and nascent nonviolent
organisations confronting
government violence. Over 15
years PBIl protected hundreds
of Guatemalan activists and
civil society organisations from
state attack.

In 1989 PBI started work in Sri
Lanka during some of the worst
violence between government
forces and the People’s
Liberation Front (JVP). PBI
protected human rights
defenders and community
activists for years, until PBI
was told that if it wished to
remain working in Sri Lanka it
would have to submit its
reports to the authorities to be
censored prior to their
publication. This demand was
not compatible with PBl’s
mission, so the project was
closed.

North-America project 1992 -
1999

In North-America PBI
established peace teams that
aimed at responding to
conflicts in and around Native
American communities. This
work began after the 1990
military confrontation between
Mohawk warriors and the
Canadian Army near Montreal,
Quebec. The project’s work
involved supporting local
dialogue and reconciliation,
training local human rights
monitors and anti-racist
education in Canada.

Haiti project 1992 - 2001

In response to increasing
military violence in Haiti after
the 1991 coup, a coalition
called ‘Cry for Justice’ was
established, led by Pax Christi
USA, and including PBI, the
Fellowship of Reconciliation,
Christian Peacemaker Teams
and a dozen other
organisations to provide a
short-term peaceful presence.
After the return of Haitian
president Aristide in 1995, PBI
fielded a long-term team that
offered training programmes in
nonviolent conflict resolution.
The aim was to establish a
network of Haitian trainers to
continue the work in a country
devastated by years of tyranny
and military rule.

In 1994 PBI started work in
Bogota. With the spreading
violence in Colombia and PBI’s
growing strength
internationally, this rapidly
became our largest project yet.
It expanded to four teams in
different regions involving the
constant presence of up to 40
volunteers accompanying
human rights activists and
internally displaced people
who faced attacks and
harassment from paramilitary
squads. The project has in
2011 people stationed in
Bogota, Barrancabermeja,
Magdalena Media (1994),
Turbo, Uraba (1998) and
Medellin (1999).

The Balkan Peace Team
International (BPTI) was a
coalition of mostly European
groups who set up long-term
teams in three different
locations in Croatia, Serbia and
Kosovo. They carried out a
variety of peace-building work,
including providing support to
local human rights and
nonviolence efforts, fostering
dialogue among civilian groups
in search of peace amidst
ethnic rivalry, and building
links between like-minded local
peace organisations in
different parts of the former
Yugoslavia region.

Nepal project 2006 - present
After extensive research PBI
started work in Kathmandu in
early 2006. Despite the signing
of the Comprehensive Peace
Accord later that year making
an end to a decade of civil war,
and elections in 2008, Nepal
has yet to find sustainable
peace in 2011. An average of
14 volunteers are based in the
capital Kathmandu and
Gulariya, in the mid-west of the
low land Terai region, and
travel to many remote areas in
Nepal. They work with isolated
defenders and provide a range
of support in addition to
accompaniment, including
training, field consultations and
round table events.

PBI joins the Dutch network of human rights organizations (BMO). In 2010, as a
member of the corporation People Building Peace, PBI signs a joint letter to the Dutch
political parties about the urgent role of civilian peace keepers in conflict resolution.

We manage to get institutional funding for 2008-2010|which created possibilities for
professionalizing the organization. Nevertheless a critical financial low point gets
reached half way through the year 2010. Due to successful fund raising new funding
gets established at the 28th of December 2010 as well as the commitment for a
legacy. We can breath again.

Honduras field research

The situation for human rights
defenders in Honduras has
deteriorated dramatically since
the 2009 coup. In July 2010,
PBI received a formal petition
from the National Human
Rights Platform of Honduras,
requesting that our
organization establish an
international accompaniment
and observation project in the
country. PBI formed a working
group of international
observers who carried out a
short-term field trip to
Honduras in May 2011. It is
PBI’s sincere hope that these
observations are helpful in the
future monitoring and
evaluation of the situation for
human rights defenders in
Honduras.
