More than 26,000 people have been reported missing or
disappeared in Mexico since 2006, yet the authorities have
routinely failed to carry out effective investigations and the fate
of the victims remains unknown. In the face of this crisis, the
government has said it wont tolerate enforced disappearances
involving public officials and will investigate all abductions by
criminal gangs, but new case continue to occur, impunity
remains the norm and relatives' demands for truth and justice
have still not been met. Amnesy International published a report
earlier in 2013: “Confronting a nightmare: disappearances in
Mexico"
